They are energizing the entire industry.  Our labor force is highly qualified, but at the same time, it’s still relatively inexpensive. Productivity has more than doubled in recent years.  Thanks to our location, transport costs are competitive. And, trade agreements give us preferential access to the EU, Russian and CEE markets.”   

From office attire, to casual and outer wear, it will all be on display by the Serbian exhibitors, whose product lines aim to satisfy growing, evolving Russian market demands. One of the exhibiting Serbian brand names, Ivkovic, sells its women’s knitwear under the Ivko label in exclusive stores around the world. Another, the Passage Group, works with an award-winning Serbian designer and markets its unique women’s styles through its own regional retail chain and distributors. The Tribeca company makes women’s suits and work clothes, while Tiffany Production company specializes in casual wear for children and young adults. The Russian climate also creates demand for the all-seasons men’s and women’s knitwear of the Kooi-Knit company.  

This is the 11th Moscow international fashion industry event, which should have over 1,500 exhibitors and 18,000 trade visitors from across Russia and the world, all looking to buy and sell the latest in apparel.  Mr. ivkovic added, “Russia has 150 million people to dress, so it’s a huge market for our designers and producers. We think that Russia will really like what we have to show them.”
